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Objectives: Students will be able to… 

Identify prospects available in classified ads and be able to connect interest, skills, and abilities 

Procedure: 

· Ask students what their current job interests are through paper survey 

· Instructor gives directions on how to use classifieds & identify what headings mean, etc. 

· Teacher will give example finding a student’s interest in the paper 

· Discuss how a variety of jobs can connect to one interest. Ex: if student loves basketball, look at jobs available at the Cavaliers (not just being a pro athlete) 

· Students will then find jobs related to their own interest 

· Use interest and real life examples to create a series of lessons about contacting employers, researching jobs to evaluate if it is a fit, fill out sample (or real) job applications, write resumes, dressing for success, proper interviewing techniques, following up with potential employers, telephone techniques, career day, work ethic…and much more!
