Review Cards: (Light Orange)

1) Show them the card.
2) Ask: “What sound does this letter make?”
3) Confirm (“That’s right!”) or Model & Repeat
(“This is /mmm/. What sound is it?”

How do I use the introduction flashcards?

Introduction Cards:  (Dark Orange)

1) Model each sound (not the name of the letter)
2) Ask your child to repeat the sound.
3) Explain how to form the sound with their mouth.
4) Say the sound and trace the letter.
